Neal Loving won
the Design award hands down,
and Richard Schroeder of Toledo,
Chio, received the Workmanship
award for his little all-metal *Air
Mate",

Under the circumstances, we feel
that we did very well, whalt with
drawing over thirty aireraft, and
almest five - hundred members.
Everyone had a good time, and
we attracted about sixty new
members. From all indications.
next year's fly-in should be much
bigger and better,
